Rick entered IOP about 6 months ago.  He was referred by his employer due to a positive for cocaine from a random screen.  After 3 months, he agreed to continue in an OP group following completion of IOP.  Throughout treatment, he found that what he considered recreational use was bordering on addictive use.  Due to this realization and his desire to keep his job, he invested in treatment.  When he was about to be discharged, he worried about relapsing and expressed this to his counselor.

Lilly had her second DUI.  After serving 45 days in the detention center, she entered treatment for the second time.  She lost her job as a result.  She was placed in a weekly group with an emphasis on education.  She was compliant but resisted believing that she was anything but a victim of circumstance that forced her into treatment.  After 5 weeks in group, she obtained a job.  The job’s hours conflicted with the time of the group.  She is unable to attend group.

Mark is a 34 year old alcohol/marijuana user who was court ordered to complete treatment.  His Treatment Plan is for him to complete 26 weeks.  He had positives regularly in the early weeks of treatment.  However, during his treatment, he began attending church and found it to be very fulfilling.  After 19 weeks in treatment, his attendance became sporadic.  His positives stopped and he’s had none for six weeks.  His PO is monitoring his progress and wants him to complete treatment satisfactorily, however, Mark is losing interest in treatment and it is harder to keep him engaged.
