HELPFUL TIPS

· The DPSCS prison system is responsible for sending a 30 day supply of medications with the client. When a client comes from local detentions, and not DOC, it is rare that a client will have a 30 day supply of medications sent with them.

· Must have a current prison identification with client upon arrival at the treatment facility.  (Local detention centers do not allow the client to have the prison identification.)

· Retrieve birth certificate, social security card, a possible insurance card (VA) from clients’ family.  If family does not have any of these, we must apply for them using the following steps.

· APPLY FOR Maryland Identification Card or License.

I.  (Option 1) ●  Client may use an expired Maryland identification to renew

· APPLY FOR PAC (Primary Adult Card)

· PAC now provides a primary care doctor, prescription, and most paid in full. 

(Physiological medications still have a co pay.)

All clients should apply for a PAC card unless:

· Client or family member has private medical insurance

· Client is a Veteran of the United State Armed Services (see below)

APPLYING
· Request PAC application: 1-800-226-2142
· Complete all areas of the application
· Married spouse must also apply (usually denied)

· Separated include a copy of separation decree
· Divorced  include a copy of divorce decree

· Copy of Social Security Card or letter from Social Security

· Copy of Maryland Identification/Drivers License

· Copy of Inmate Body Receipt.  Proving client is released from DOC to your facility.  Provided at the time the treatment program picks up the inmate at the Toulson Boot Camp.  Proving client has been released from Department of Corrections.
· Letter on facility letterhead stating that client is enrolled in program, under our care, and that the client is not in possession of any of the items listed on the second page of the PAC application (ex: trusts, land, bank accounts, etc. Application signed by client and witness signature.)
· Mail out all of the above listed items

· Failure to send any one item or miss a signature or date will delay the application.

· The processing time is approximately 6-7 weeks.

· Eligibility is for one year from the first day of the month in which the application is received.

VETERAN ADMINISTRATION CARD
· Client who is a Veteran of the United States Armed Services is not eligible for PAC

· Immediately contact the closest  VA Clinic and update and verify the VA Card.

· Immediately arrange for an appointment with VA doctor. This is the only way the Veterans Administration will pay for doctor visits and medication.

· This patient’s medication must be ordered from the VA clinic. (Patient does not have to pay for these, or small co pay.)

CLIENT GETS PHYSICAL
· All clients must receive a physical within 72 hours of arrival to the treatment program.
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
