Dear Colleagues, 

On Friday, July 20, 2012, the Department of Health and Mental Hygiene, Office of Forensic Services, and the Mental Health Services Training Center, University of Maryland, will present a provider forum focusing on individuals with court involvement. Entitled Progressive Approaches to Serving Court-involved Individuals in the Community, the program will address the range of issues providers face when serving this special population.

This statewide forum is expected to attract 200 stakeholders from Maryland's public mental health, developmental disabilities, and alcohol and drug abuse treatment systems. Attendees will include behavioral health and criminal justice administrators (state and local), program directors, mental health providers, developmental disabilities providers, alcohol and drug abuse providers, correctional personnel, consumers, and family members from across the state, as well as representatives from the various advocacy groups.  

The conference will be held at the Meeting House, 5885 Robert Oliver Place, Columbia, Maryland 21045. (Directions below).  Registration is on-line (http://trainingcenter.umaryland.edu . Conference fee is $30.
Goals and Objectives

This program will examine services for court-involved individuals with mental health needs, developmental disabilities, and substance abuse issues. Representatives of the three administrations (MHA, DDA, and ADAA) will provide an overview of forensic services within Maryland’s behavioral health system. A representative from the Department of Public Safety and Correctional Services will discuss community correctional concerns. The Office of the Attorney General will address legal questions. Following these presentations, participants will break into groups and actively discuss a variety of issues, including: (i) working with the Community Forensic Aftercare Program, probation agencies, and the courts; (ii) coordinating multiple services; (iii) managing risk for community living; (iv) liability concerns; and (v) funding considerations. Participants will have an opportunity to help shape a new and progressive system for serving court-involved individuals in Maryland's communities.
