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It need be noted that the two goals established in the Mid-Shore Opioid Overdose Prevention Plan (decrease Opioid-related overdoses and deaths and reduce accessibility to prescription medications) cite 2016 as the target date.  It is, therefore, premature to expect substantial progress toward the achievement of these goals.

That being said, strategies implemented to move forward include:


>Prescription Drug Take-Back programs continue to be utilized in Talbot County; 


Additionally, a mechanism is in place for citizens to dispose of unused medications on a 
regular basis at the Public  Safety Center and overseen by the Director of the Detention    
Center

>Talbot County has made application to the ADAA to be a Training Entity for Narcan 
and will request funding in order to provide such training to agencies (e.g., DSS, 
Chesapeake Voyagers, and the like) and local law enforcement who may likely encounter 
individuals at risk for over-dose from opioids.  Efforts are also under way to engage a 
local pharmacy to carry the medication.


>In anticipation of the Prescription Drug Monitoring Program’s identification of issues 
related to over-prescribing, “doctor-shopping”, and/or the use by individuals of multiple 
pharmacies to access medications, each jurisdiction along with various state authorities 
need to prepare a response plan.
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
