Here is an outline of the information that agencies should include in their letter of support:
· Name and main function of agency

· Types of services provided and to what population (specific treatment, recovery support, or other services)

· Whether of not agency is faith-based organization, community-based organization, peer-based organization
· Current relationship to the Alcohol and Drug Abuse Administration (funded program, partner agency, etc) if any

· Currently receiving Federal funds for addiction related services?

· Current unfunded capacity (numbers served) which could be accessed in voucher program

· Statement of interest and support for project
Agencies must be able to perform all of the functions required by the ATR project:

· Participate in the electronic voucher system, including computer with internet access, participation in training
· Willingness to be part of provider network, including regular meetings with ATR project staff and other service providers
· Willingness to maintain documentation of services provided to clients

· Willingness to adhere to service standards set by the ATR project

Maryland’s target population includes clients who have serious, chronic  substance use disorder, and who are medically indigent.  In order to be eligible for services, clients must currently be in treatment in a funded residential addiction treatment facility either in the community, the Department of Corrections, or the Veterans Administration.  Project goals include:  
1) providing free and genuine choice in selection of services for consumers leaving residential treatment; 
2) expanding access to a variety of clinical treatment and recovery support services, including those provided by faith and community based providers; and 
3) increasing client connections and engagement in ongoing continuing care and recovery support services.

The blank agency provides recovery support services for members of the Park Heights Community who are in recovery from the disease of addiction.  Specifically, we have started a support group for men who have recently re-entered the community from the Baltimore City jail.  We have never attempted to obtain Federal funds for this project, and anticipate that we could serve 10-15 men in this group, and ongoing mentoring support for up to 40 individuals in a year.  The mentoring support is provided by teams within the church, and is funded through donations of parishioners time and energies. The support group is currently not funded.   We would seek to become part of your network of eligible providers in support of your goals to providing free and genuine choice for consumers of treatment and recovery support services and in expanding access to a variety of clinical treatment and recovery support options.
