The Anne Arundel County Drug and Alcohol Council is providing this December 2006 update as required by State law.

There has been significant changes in the composition of the Anne Arundel County governing body following the November 2006 election. The County’s Drug and Alcohol Abuse Council, per designation of former County Executive Owens, had been a subcommittee of the County Criminal Justice Coordinating Council (CJCC), itself an entity established by Executive Order of the previous Administration.  Both of these entities are subject to review and possible change by the Leopold Administration. 

The CJCC has not met to endorse this update (due to turnover) and therefore the update is focused on the Anne Arundel County Department of Health progress towards the goals.  The next report will be more inclusive of non-governmental actions.  While not comprehensive in scope, the update does reflect significant progress in identifying gaps in need.  Further assessment by the newly appointed Council will be forthcoming. 

Thank you for your attention to the accomplishments of the Anne Arundel County Drug and Alcohol Abuse Council and for continuing to work on the identified needs of this local plan.
