Attached please find Calvert County's Drug and Alcohol Strategic Plan Update.  Please note that the plan includes several new initiatives.

The Chesapeake Ranch Estate Underage Alcohol Abuse Reduction Team (UAART) a coalition dedicated to reducing the teen alcohol use in the Ranch Estate in Lusby formed. The coalition was made possible by funding and guidance provided by Maryland Strategic Prevention Framework grant.  During the past six months, UAART has continued to build capacity, spread awareness and strengthen trust throughout the Chesapeake Ranch Estates and Patuxent High School communities.

There are two additional new initiatives underway in the County.  Both are in the preliminary stages and therefore there is minimal update information:

One effort is a peer-to-peer service for substance abusers of all ages and is called “Dawn of Recovery.”


The other is an effort to establish an Adult Drug Court (Circuit).

It is hoped that the peer-to-peer effort will be formalized and in place during the first quarter of 2013.

Application for the Drug Court effort will be made to the Office of Problem-Solving Courts around March 1, 2013.
