1Includes $5000 to underwrite the Local Drug and Alcohol Council (LDAAC) and $15,640 for the Priority Area designated by the LDAAC.  The $15,640 appropriation currently supports a counselor position to provide high intensity programming and will serve as the platform for the Intensive Outpatient Program.  This amount also includes $80,000 contributed by Talbot County Council. $40,000 is used to support an IOP position, $23,250 serves as a match for the Talbot County Detention Center STAR Grant, and the remainder supports an adolescent counselor position.








2 The Talbot County Health Department has receive verbal notification from the Governor’s Office on Crime Control and Prevention (GOCCP) that a Bureau of Justice Assistance Grant application for Intensive Services for adults in Talbot County – intensive outpatient program and detoxification/rehab services – will be funded in FY 2008.  The total grant is for $100,000:  the $75,000 award is matched by $25,000 in State funds, earmarked from a portion of the $755,667 in grant funding received by the Health Department from ADAA.
