Maryland Strategic Prevention Framework Advisory Committee (MSPFAC)

MINUTES:  December 10, 2009

I. Call to Order: The meeting was called to order at 2:35 p.m.
II. Approval of the Minutes: This was the first meeting of this committee. 
III. Delegate Kirill Reznik welcomed the members and introduced his co-chair, Suzan Swanton. Delegate Reznik explained that the State of Maryland has received a grant award in the amount of 2.1 million dollars for the next five (5) years to implement the SAMHSA Center for Substance Abuse Prevention (CSAP) Strategic Prevention Framework (SPF). The first major task of the Maryland Strategic Prevention Framework Advisory Committee (SPFAC) will be to develop a Substance Abuse Prevention Plan (due to the funder in April, 2010) that identifies needs based on data, the state’s priorities and a mechanism for the distribution of 85% of the SPF funds to communities. The services to be implemented must be evidenced-based and culturally appropriate. The recommended plan will be submitted to the Governor’s State Drug and Alcohol Abuse Council (SDAAC) for approval prior to submission to CSAP.
IV. Suzan Swanton, Executive Director of the SDAAC, provided an overview of the SDAAC and its Prevention Workgroup. The Prevention Workgroup will expand its membership and will serve as the MSPF Advisory Committee (SPFAC). 
V. Delegate Reznik introduced Ms. Lourdes Vasquez, a member of the Education Development Center (EDC) - Northeast Regional Expert Team. The EDC is CSAP’s SFP Technical Assistance contractor. Ms. Vasquez provided a brief training on the Five Steps of the SPF. Her power point presentation is attached.
VI. Delegate Reznik introduced Eugenia Conolly, Director of the Community Services Division at the Maryland Alcohol and Drug Abuse Administration (ADAA). Ms. Conolly provided a presentation on the structure of the SPFAC (purpose, mission, workgroups and assignments). She explained that MSPF is funded through a cooperative agreement with SAMHSA-CSAP.  The CSAP Project Officer will serve on the SPFAC and must approve the state plan prior to distribution of the SPF funds. Ms. Conolly’s power point is attached. The SPFAC will have three workgroups:  the State Epidemiological Outcomes Workgroup (SEOW), the Evidence-Based Practice (EBP) Workgroup and the Cultural Competence (CC) Workgroup. The workgroups will meet monthly to address relevant tasks and to provide progress updates to the SPFAC. The SPFAC will report to the SDAAC. All members of the SPFAC are asked to participate on one of the three workgroups.
VII. Delegate Reznik introduced Erin Artigiani, Deputy Director, Center for Substance Abuse Research (CESAR). Ms. Artigiani provided an update regarding the status of the SEOW membership and epidemiological assessment activities.  See power point, attached.
VIII. General Discussion and Comments:

A. There was general discussion about whether or not there would be a competitive process for SPF’s local community prevention services funds (per CSAP, a minimum of 85% of the total grant award must be allocated directly to community-level sub-recipient organizations).  The initial proposal submitted and approved by SAMHSA-CSAP indicates that the State would direct at least 85% of the funds into competitively-bid community-based prevention services.  However, with appropriate justification, the ADAA can request that CSAP approve an amended proposal with an alternative mechanism for distribution of the funds to local communities. 

B. Committee members were informed that the membership would follow the same rules and processes regarding the selection of a chairperson, minutes, etc. as the other SDAAC workgroups.
