· Review and Acceptance of the October 27, 2011 minutes

· State Drug and Alcohol Abuse Council Updates -Laura Burns-Heffner (ADAA)

· College Drinking Initiative-Eugenia Conolly (ADAA) gave comments on the new initiative stating that Dr. Jernigan (Johns Hopkins University) will be involved on the research of the high risk behavior on college campuses. Jenna Mazzei (ADAA) developed a report in order to formulate an implementation plan for the state colleges. Secretary Sharpstein (DHMH) and other major universities have approved the new plan. 
· MSPF Community Implementation Workgroup – Larry Dawson (ADAA)
1.)  A plan is being developed for community level change as opposed to individual change. All jurisdictions have received grants to implement environmental strategies. The workgroup is working on ways to report new ways of documentation, social media, etc. Erik Gonder (Manager of MDS systems) explained new indicators and how they will be collaborating on reporting units.
2.) The workgroup discussed new ways of developing technical assistance and trainings including new advanced technologies for people unable to attend sessions. These include webinars and other resources for each community coalitions to access. New trainings can expect to proceed in early spring.
· MSPF Evaluation Update – Dr. Francoise Pradel (UMB) 
1.) 24 communities are in the process of developing a needs assessment report
2.) Each community is in need of more TA and needs assessment TA has been provided since the last meeting.

3.) Capacity building was conducted and now strategy building training will be provided soon.

4.) A local evaluators meeting was conducted in January in order to help all communities with all needs assessment plan

5.) Next steps include working on IRB’s and community outcome workgroups as well as designing a strategic plan in relation to CADCA for the communities. Plans are expected to be in effect in December 2012.

· Other Updates – PDMP (Michael Baier)
1.) PDMP is in the process of closing in on regulations and RFP’S as well as hiring an IT staff

2.) The final version of regulations will be submitted soon.

3.) The procurement process will take 4-6 months.

4.) Data collection will be completed at the end of the year and the program will be implemented in January 2013.

5.) Education initiative will begin after being developed in regards to PD abuse.
