· Welcome and Introductions were conducted by Virgil Boysaw, Jr., ADAA.
· Review and Acceptance of the 05/25/11 meeting minutes were conducted by Virgil Boysaw, Jr.

· Eugenia Conolly, ADAA explained the purpose and the evolvement of the MSPF committee.
· Bob Fiedler, Family Health Administration (FHA), gave an update on combining YRBS and YTS. 
Funding is still in place and the FHA is continuing the process and implementation for combining the YRBS and YTS. Data will be released from the 2010 YRBS on 11/17/11. The data set will be released at the end of the year.
· Laura Burns- Heffner (State Drug and Alcohol Abuse Council) gave updates from the September state DAAC meeting; she gave out a document with specifics.

· Linda Simoni-Wastila, PhD explained her role as ADAA contractor for the State Epidemiology Outcomes Workgroup (SEOW). 
She has been researching the collected data sources and identifying which are key and most efficient. The focus has been primarily on alcohol consumption and consequences. Her team is trying to expand and identify additional data sources and specific data needs. She emphasizes that the indicators are not reflective of local level data. She explained the meaning of primary and secondary indicators. 
· Sue Jenkins, ADAA, gave an update on the ROSC initiative. 
There were workshops held at the Management Conference addressing some ROSC topics: helping treatment programs to become more family friendly; how to recruit and manage volunteers; and evidence based practices for help with smoking cessation. Also at the Management Conference there was a presentation by ADAA staff that focused on the need to align prevention and treatment efforts within a ROSC framework. Activities that present opportunities to coordinate efforts include environmental strategies and community education focused on stigma reduction, and sponsorship of alternative drug-free activities. A condition of award has been included for ADAA funded treatment programs this year; they must include assessment for gambling and tobacco use disorders. 

· Larry Dawson, ADAA gave an update on the MSPF Community Implementation Workgroup meeting held in June 2011. 
There will be an MSPF Core Essentials Training in January 2012 provided by CADCA and a Data Driven Strategic Planning Training in February 2012. Guidance documents will be provided to the MSPF jurisdictions and communities the first week of November 2011.  
· Francoise Pradel, PhD explained the process and outcomes evaluation for the MSPF community level implementation. 
Center for Substance Abuse Prevention-Community Level Instrument (CLI) training was provided to all jurisdictions. SAMSHA will be receiving the collected data by the required deadline. By May 1st 2012 all communities should be able to start their strategies. She is providing guidance and a tool kit, which will be given in early November 2011 for implementation. TA will be provided in December 2011 to assess effectiveness. She also emphasized that a local evaluator is needed to work with the MSPF communities.
· Michael Baier, ADAA, gave updates on PDMP.
The PDMP is the central component of a statewide Rx drug abuse strategy. The PDMP is a database of controlled dangerous substance dispensing information.CDS dispensers report data to ADAA.
CDS prescribers and dispensers will get electronic, near real-time access to patient Rx history.
Law enforcement, licensing boards, regulatory units of DHMH, can get access as well. However, they will need subpoena (LE and Boards) or existing investigation (units of DHMH).Researchers will be able to request de-identified data. We're working to integrate the PDMP with the statewide Health Information Exchange. The PDMP Advisory Board met for the first time on October 17.
Question: Was the Lottery Administration involved in Problem Gambling efforts in Maryland? 

Answer:  The Maryland Responsible Gambling Alliance is a statewide partnership focused on coordinating and maximizing resources to address problem gambling in Maryland.  It was formed in 2010 in an effort to provide helpful information and support for Marylanders with gambling problems. The Alliance is comprised of the Maryland Lottery Agency, Maryland Department of Health and Mental Hygiene, Maryland Department of Public Safety and Correctional Services, Maryland State Senate, Maryland House of Representatives, Maryland Council on Problem Gambling, along with a member representing the local casinos. Question: Why is ER data difficult to locate at a statewide level? 

Answer: SEOW and ADAA are working with hospital claims to gather data. They are also working with the University of MD to get trauma data and patient information. They are still only working from 2009 data.
