MSPF ADVISORY COUNCIL COMMITTEE MEETING MINUTES

WEDNESDAY, MARCH 30, 2011

Welcome/Introductions: The MSPF Advisory Council Committee Meeting opened at 2:33pm. Virgil Boysaw, Jr. welcomed the committee and gave introductions. 
Review/Acceptance:  The minutes from MSPF Advisory Council 10/19 meeting were approved with one minor correction.
State DAAC: Laura Burns-Heffner – lburnsheffner@dhmh.state.md.us explained the purpose and requirements of the State Drug and Alcohol Abuse Council in a power point presentation. This presentation is available on the MD ADAA website -  http://www.maryland-adaa.org/
· Further information concerning the state DAAC was distributed in the Purpose and Requirements/Nine month Work plan timeline handout.

· Ms. Burns-Heffner explains the workgroup structure, which are 5 in total, available in the power point presentation. Objective 3 explains the strategy for the specific workgroup and the current workgroup tasks as well. 
· A copy of the 2 year plan and the update for review in regards to the state DAAC will be sent via email to the committee members.
· Current tasks for workgroups include preparing summary of accomplishments for past two years; review prior two year plans for completion of Goals and objectives; Suggest system improvements, establish priorities and strategies and identify promising practices and emerging needs for new two year plan (due June 15th).

· 4/20/11 is the next state DAAC meeting from 3pm-5pm

MSPF Overview- Larry Dawson gave a brief overview of the MSPF initiative. He distributed handouts, which explained specific details of the program.
· Mr. Dawson stated that there will be a change in the focus and activities for MSPF due to the new distribution of funds given to all jurisdictions (this is phase II of the MSPF initiative).
· Mr. Dawson explained the five step process and the activities of MSPF, which consist of a state/jurisdiction/community level. He explained the priorities/objectives and indicators of MSPF.
· Mr. Dawson is in the process of selecting a team, which will collaborate in the outlining of a yearlong plan of training sessions for technical assistance in the communities.
· The main objective is to make prevention more structured.
· He explained the evidence based environmental prevention strategies, programs, policies and practices in relation to the MSPF implementation.
· A sample logic model for underage drinking provided by CESAR was handed out as an example of a previous model in usage. He reiterated that it is very difficult to measure positive change over the years due to the programs that are in effect. 
· He concluded by explaining the prevention coordinators’ role and explaining the trainings and technical assistance provision for the MSPF initiative.
Question: How does MSPF relate to the industry restrictions on ads/promotions/industry campaigns/media literacy in regards to underage drinking?
Answer: MSPF seeks to build advocacy within communities so they can speak to their local representatives.
Question: How is this being implemented in the community?

Answer: Technical assistance is being provided in the communities. There is a shift from being agency led to community led. 
Strategic Epidemiological Outcome Workgroup: William Rusinko - wrusinko@dhmh.state.md.us gave a brief overview of SEOW.
· He explained the challenges of getting data updated. The data presented is located on the ADAA website- http://www.maryland-adaa.org/. 
· ADAA is now responsible for gathering hospital/medical examiner data. 
· Underage drinking updated data (update of CESAR data) 

is available on the ADAA website - http://www.maryland-adaa.org/ 
· Other agencies offer prevention and the connection with ADAA will take place to offer information for more data to be shared.

Question: Is underage drinking and it’s relation to suicide data available? Is consideration given to this?

Answer: Whatever the data shows guides the decision making. Medical examiners’ data will provide the information.
Cultural Competence and Evidence Based Practices Workgroups: Larry Dawson explained the combining of the two workgroups and the tasks of how the two will work together will be explained in a future meeting. The tentative date is 4/28/11.

County needs assessment/planning proposals: Virgil Boysaw Jr. informed the committee that funding for each jurisdiction has been received. 

· The guidance documents have been provided to each jurisdiction.

· April 15 is the deadline to submitting the assessment/planning proposals. 
· Prevention training will be provided to communities by MSPF during the implementation phase.
· Upon the review and approval of the proposals, a portion of the funds will be allocated. All funds will be evenly distributed.
· A team will be formulated to review each proposal.
MSPF technical assistance to local jurisdictions: Larry Dawson stated that general guidance is being given to each jurisdiction based on the feedback being given. 
· Rural communities have received TA and workshops.
Selection of a chairperson for the MSPF Advisory Committee: Lori Brewster, Health Officer for Wicomico County, and recently appointed member of the State Drug and Alcohol Abuse Council has volunteered to serve as co-chair of the Advisory Committee.

Comments: 
· Charles County public school system has conducted the online Maryland Youth Risk Behavior Survey (YRBS). 

· CESAR has the completed data for the age of onset/30 day usage/parental perception of disapproval data for 2010.

· Underage drinking is moving towards a downward trend.
· Sue Jenkins explained the new initiative of Recovery Systems of Care (ROSC). Program description is available on the ADAA website - http://www.maryland-adaa.org/.
