Welcome/Introductions:  

· The MSPF Advisory Council Committee Meeting opened at 2:33pm. Virgil Boysaw, Jr. welcomed the committee and gave introductions. 

Review/Acceptance of meeting minutes:
· The minutes from MSPF Advisory Council 03/30/11 meeting were approved with a few minor corrections.

MD Dept. Health & Mental Hygiene - Robert Fiedler-Coordinator for the Surveillance & Policy Analysis Center for Health Promotion 

Combining the YRBS and YTS:

· Bob Fiedler gave an overview of the new initiative to combine the YRBS and YTS surveys.
· In 2012 there will be one survey for high schools and one for middle schools, which are county level specific; they will only include a minimum of 2/3 of the YRBS data/instrument.
· The primary goal is to minimize the surveys to 100 questions and then correlate with the CDC in order for the new survey to be implemented effectively. The data report will be available in September 2013.
· YRBS is not an instrument that supports evaluations.
· Numerous new questions will be included to the survey based on recent data from both surveys and some questions will be excluded if the data has not changed (prescription drug questions and sexual crime will be added to the survey).
· The perception of risk and perception of parental responsibility focused questions have been included in relation to ADAA and MSPF.
· The survey also includes an $85,000 youth sample size and the questions are being cognitively tested.
· Binge drinking has been defined in order to get accurate data from the survey responses.
State Drug and Alcohol Abuse Council – Laura Burns-Heffner:
· Ms. Burns-Heffner gave a brief update from previous meeting information, which included the new initiatives for health homes and new programs and Recovery Net.
· The minutes from this meeting will be posted on the state DAAC website soon.
·  Ms. Burns-Heffner went over the state strategic planning process, with the next step being presentation of a first draft of the strategic plan at the June 15th quarterly council meeting. 
· Ms. Burns-Heffner presented the objectives that were assigned to the Prevention Advisory Committee for feedback and possible modification.  It was decided that Larry Dawson wou;ld facilitate a conference call in order to work on suggested new objectives and action steps for the plan.
· All members of the advisory committee will be invited to participate in the conference call to develop new objectives and next steps.  They will then be presented at the June 15th meeting for approval.
· The council members were informed that the language in the House bill governing the State Council indicates that one of the member categories is designated as being for a representative of prevention and or treatment.  Currently, that position is filled by someone who represents both.
MSPF Workgroup Reports:
· Bill Rusinko, State Epidemiological Outcome Workgroup (SEOW), informed the council members that the research board will conduct meetings with the school of pharmacy to exchange data and galvanize a resolve on how to develop local data sources and reporting mechanisms.
· Prescription opiate usage is fast increasing in most counties and legislation for a new prescription monitoring program has been passed.
Larry Dawson, Community Implementation Workgroup, discussed with the members about how the new combined workgroup had its first meeting and what they discussed:

1. how to train communities 
2. how to develop a strategic plan 
3. how to advocate for policy change (how to collaborate with the state DAAC and local DAACs)
4. working with the state DAAC focusing on the “why here?” model 
5. using drug free communities veterans to mentor and coach others and other experts to mentor 
6. how to provide localized trainings (this can be done by webinars and distance learning)
Updates on the jurisdiction level needs assessment/planning proposals and MSPF reports:

· Virgil Boysaw, Jr. informed the members that the proposals are being reviewed and comments will be distributed within two weeks.
· The year 3 continuation application has been submitted and MRT quarterly reports have been submitted.
· The grantee level instrument report is due soon. A community level report will have to be submitted soon as well.
· Lourdes Vazquez gave a brief overview of the environmental strategies training that took place in May. The next steps are mentoring and coaching for the communities by numerous resources and experts and by webinars and distance learning.
