Welcome/Introductions: The meeting began with Tom Cargiulo, Pharm. D of the Maryland Alcohol and Drug Abuse Administration (ADAA), welcoming all the members and asking them to introduce themselves. He informed the attendees that SEOW is looking at the data from the community/state stand point to assess where the program is with wellness and prevention.

Year 2 Updates: Virgil Boysaw, Jr., Program Manager for the Maryland Alcohol and Drug Abuse Administration (ADAA), restated the mission/goals of SEOW. He presented to the attendees the information that follows:
· In regards to prevention, data will change consistently as specific needs change in the communities 
· MSPF Strategic Plan has been officially approved by the Federal government.
· SPF jurisdictional planning and assessment proposals need to be submitted by 4/15/11 
· The Year 03 Continuation Application for the MSPF has been submitted for 2012 funding
· Upon approval of the jurisdictional planning and assessment proposals and the community strategic plans, all jurisdictions will receive funding
Direction for Year 3 - Focus on the Community: Bill Rusinko, Director of Research for the Maryland Alcohol and Drug Abuse Administration (ADAA), gave the presentation of data. The data presentation will be uploaded to the ADAA web site. The data was presented as follows: 

National Survey on Drug Use/Health-NSDUH 

· Consists of the measures of tobacco/alcohol/illicit drug dependence and abuse with confidence intervals in data shown.
Crash Data for Maryland

· Data presented were percentages from 2009 crashes (due to alcohol and drugs) in each subdivision.
· Question: Is data presented only for the at fault driver and are alcohol related pedestrians considered? Answer: Only local police departments can give specific details of each crash.
Uniform Crime Report-MD State Police

· Question: If there are multiple law enforcements in one county, do they all report data? Answer: All precinct data is reported.
· Balto. City leading in violent crime/Worcester Co. leading in property crime 

· Arrest Data Presented

· Balto. City leading in possession/manufactured (sales) of drugs

· DWI - Worcester Co. leading
· Juvenile Arrest - Balto. City leading manufactured (sales) of drugs/Worcester Co. leading possession of drugs
· DWI - Juvenile Arrest leading Somerset/Worcester/Talbot/Howard Counties
· Alcohol Related School Suspensions - Balto. City/Prince Georges Co. leading
· Tobacco Related School Suspensions - Queen Annes Co. leading

· Drug Related School Suspensions - St. Mary’s Co. leading
Tobacco Sales Studies to Minors - SYNAR SURVEY NONCOMPLIANCE RATES
· Inspections of tobacco retail outlets are based on completed inspections only.
Maryland Youth Risk Behavior Survey - YRBS

· Survey completed every 2 years (county level data not presented).
· Marijuana and cocaine percentages are high.
BRFSS -2008/2009 data presented on binge/chronic drinking and smoking

· Statistically significant underage binge drinking data for each jurisdiction is still not present.
Alcohol/Drug Induced deaths

· Data presented from death certificate reports

· Alcohol Related Deaths-Dorcester Co. leading

· Drug Related Deaths/Intoxication Deaths (overdose deaths)-Balto. City leading
· Cocaine usage is decreasing/methadone and oxycodine usage is increasing

Substance Abuse Treatment Admissions

· HIV Surveillance Data

· HIV incidence/prevalence rate leading in Balto. City
· Decline in drug usage exposure since 2001 -  47% to 24%

· Heroin related admissions data 

· Young whites with injections methods is increasing
