COMMITTEE MEETING

Welcome/Introductions: The meeting started by 2:30pm with Eugenia Conolly, Director, Community Services Division at the Maryland Alcohol and Drug Abuse Administration (ADAA), welcoming all the members and asking them to introduce themselves. She informed the committee members that Delegate Kirill Reznik was unavoidably absent and that created the need for her to chair the meeting.

Review and Acceptance of 4/26/10 Meeting Minutes: The minutes of the last meeting were reviewed and corrections were made as necessary before the final adoption of the minutes were made by the members.

Report from the 6/22/2010 State Drug and Alcohol Abuse Council Meeting: This report was not given, as no one was available to give the report to this committee.

Suzan Swanton’s Resignation: Ms. Eugenia Conolly informed this committee that Suzan Swanton had resigned her position as Executive Director of the Governor’s State Drug and Alcohol Abuse Council (SDAAC) and Dr. Tom Cargiulo, Director, Alcohol and Drug Abuse Administration (ADAA), has temporarily appointed Laura Burns-Heffner to this position.

Maryland Strategic Prevention Framework Plan Update: While Eugenia Conolly distributed the final draft of the MSPF Plan, Larry Dawson in turn gave a summary presentation of the draft. Members of the Committee sought clarifications on the document and answers were provided by both Eugenia Conolly and Larry Dawson. It was further made clear that the final approval of the MSPF Plan Draft was needed from CSAP before the Plan can be implemented.

SEOW Report: Ms. Eugenia Conolly reminded the committee that the contract with CESAR would end 6/30/10 but the functions of the SEOW continue with ADAA under Bill Rusinko, who is the Director of the Research. Ms. Erin Artigiani, Deputy Director, Center for Substance Abuse Research (CESAR), expressed CESAR’s appreciation to all the members of the Committee and all those who have had contact with CESAR over the years. She further promised CESAR’s willingness to offer any possible assistance in the future. Bill Rusinko in turn spoke on what could be the pattern of work under him as efforts are made to respond to the needs of the SEOW.

Evidence Based Practices Workgroup Report: This committee’s report was given by Eugenia Conolly for Shirley Stokes, Committee’s chair. She relayed the efforts of the committee in developing the Workforce Development Survey as an improvement over the last one that was done in 2005, which focused on treatment and not prevention. The survey will be sent out by mid-July.

Cultural Competence Workgroup Report: This workgroup’s report was presented by Ms. Cindy Shifler. She informed the committee that there are plans to develop trainings for prevention service providers and community representatives in Maryland State on Cultural Competency. The Cultural Competence Checklist that is still under development and will be sent out to relevant individuals and groups to help them apply for the MSPF funds.
