
Instructions for State Survey of Resources Matrix 

Inventory of Substance Abuse Prevention, Intervention and Treatment Programs and Activities 

The purpose of the State Survey of Resources Matrix is to capture all state agency allocations, including Federal Block Grant dollars, towards the areas of: prevention (reducing rates of first-time use of alcohol and nicotine for adolescents, or illicit substance by adolescents or adults) intervention (identifying and moving individuals to care) and treatment (reducing rates of substance abuse and addiction in adults or adolescents).   
Some of the activities of your state agency may be direct substance abuse services even if the overall mission of the agency is not directly related to substance abuse (see definitions of primary vs. secondary focus and direct vs. indirect activities found in the Definitions and Descriptions Guide.  The inventory is not intended to capture the indirect cost costs of substance abuse to the Maryland State Government  (see Definitions and Descriptions Guide for description and examples of indirect activities.
Please provide detailed information in the following areas in the corresponding areas of the Matrix:  
1. Name of State Agency 
2. Is the agency focus primarily related to the reduction of use or abuse of substances?  If so, list as Primary, if not; list the agency as having a Secondary Focus.  

3. Name of Program within agency 
4. Function or mission of Program (note: do not include any program if the mission or intent of the program is not consistent with definitions of prevention, intervention, and treatment as described above
5. What are the target populations for the program? (Include population characteristics (gender, age, health-related factors, and socioeconomic factors).

6.  List all direct substance abuse-related activities in any of the three service areas of Prevention, Intervention, or Treatment by service area and provide summary descriptions for each.  

7.  Provide the funding source for the programs listed.

8.  Provide the funding amount for the programs listed (FY05)
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
