The Maryland State Drug and Alcohol Abuse Council was established by executive order as part of a comprehensive strategy to coordinate substance abuse prevention, intervention, and treatment services, and improve the criminal justice and correctional systems' links to these services. The Council is charged with coordinating the planning and delivery of state substance abuse services and the development of a two year plan establishing service priorities and strategies in Maryland. The Council is composed of key state cabinet department secretaries, judges, legislators and citizens. A major responsibility of the Council is to prepare and annually update a two year strategic plan that identifies priorities for the delivery and funding of services to the state. 

The state legislature enacted regulations that require that each of the 24 jurisdictions in Maryland establish a local drug and alcohol abuse council.  Each council’s membership is composed of local government officials, members of the judiciary, prevention and treatment providers, and other key stakeholders. Councils are responsible for preparing a two year strategic plan that includes strategies and priorities of the jurisdiction for meeting the identified needs of the general public and the criminal justice system for alcohol and drug abuse evaluation, prevention and treatment services.  Councils are also required to submit reports every 6 months to the Alcohol and Drug Administration on their progress in implementing the plan.
